4. The Practice -

Shri Jitendra Naide gave information about AIDS disease, how does the disease occur?
What are the solutions? A detailed discussion was held with the students about this. After that
The president of the program guided the students through a speech. After the lecture, the
students were tested for CBC, HB, HIV, and Sickle Cell by a panel of expert doctors. Students

enthusiastically participated in the health check-up camp.




. Evidence of Success —

A total of 115 students took four types of tests free of cost in the college.

There are many misconceptions about AIDS at a young age. We managed to pull it off.

Four tests were made available at one place in the college to poor students in rural areas;
So that they should be vigilant about health,

In Nandurbar district many women die due to sickle cell. At that time, we tested the sickle
cell students by telling them about the symptoms of this disease.

6. Problems Encountered and Resources Required —

Young girls often do not come forward to be tested for AIDS, sickle cell; but we removed
their ignorance and encouraged them to get tested for AIDS and sickle cell.
